The comparative analysis of general secondary education in Russia and the USA

The system of general secondary education in Russia. The initial general edu-
cation, the basic general education; the secondary (full) general education. The basic
problems of the educational system in Russia: overloaded classes, lack of financial
supplies, lack of highly qualified personnel, the lack of modern technical base.

The system of the secondary education in the USA. Public, private, home
schools. Post-secondary education (colleges and universities). Peculiarities in the US
educational system (in comparison with Russian educational system): the typical
minimum course sequences, electives, "health” course, Advanced Placement (AP)
and International Baccalaureate (IB) courses, SAT (Scholastic Assessment Test) and
ACT (American College Testing) testing, extracurricular activities. Students with
special needs (included autism, deaf-blindness, deafness, hearing impairment, mental
retardation, multiple disabilities, orthopedic impairment, other health impairment, se-
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rious emotional disturbance, specific learning disability, speech or language impair-
ment, traumatic brain injury, and visual impairment).

The main problems of the American school education system: falling of inter-
est to the process of education, poor knowledge of a native language and unwilling-
ness to study foreign languages, lack of reading and communicative abilities.
